Prioritization Strategy

To efficiently remove lead service lines, SPRWS will divide the 
service area into 100 zones. Based on funding available in each 
year, the appropriate number of zones will be planned for the 
upcoming year. SPRWS will use a prioritization model to use water 
quality and health equity data to prioritize the order in to 
determine planned zones. This approach prioritizes lead 
replacement for: 

• Vulnerable populations most impacted by lead exposure.

• Presence of multi-family units with lead in project areas.

• Percentage of lead service lines within project areas. 

• Cost-effective coordinating with unrelated street repairs.

• Infrastructure Funding (Public Facilities Authority and Minnesota Department of Health)
• PFA/MDH request to  be placed on the Project Priority List (PPL). (May 6, 2022)

• PFA/MDH releases the Intended Use Plan (IUP) and fundable range. (June 3, 2022)

• Board of Water Commissioners considers PFA/MDH loan/grant documents. 

• Develop Zones and Prioritization Procedures

• Develop Public Outreach & Communication Plan
