The fire 

code official may, in writing, issue a notice to the owner(s) and known interested 

parties of the city's suspension or revocation of a fire certificate of occupancy issued 

under the provisions of this code, or deny an application therefor: (6) If a residential 

building becomes unoccupied or is a vacant building as defined in section 43.02 of 

the Saint Paul Legislative Code;-Long term noncompliance, failure to allow 

completion of the fire safety inspection. Long term unoccupied building.
