5. SPLC 39.02(c) - Complete and sign the provided smoke detector affidavit and return it to this office.  

 

6. Provide the inspector with a completed and signed Residential Occupancy Affidavit.  

 

You have the right to appeal these orders to the Legislative Hearing Officer. Applications for appeals may be obtained at the City 

Clerks Office, Room 310, (651-266-8688), and must be filed within 10 days of the date of the original orders.
