The Council provided $355,991 in 2023 for activities to address lighting theft. Efforts to identify
activities have been coordinated across Parks, SPPD, DSl and PW.

Current Plan of Actions:

® Parks and Recreation Department:
O $20,000 - Pilot new light poles
O  $5,000 - Explore new theft deterrent devices
O  $15,000 - Pilot theft deterrent measure

® St Paul Police Department:
O  $10,000 - Explore new theft deterrent devices

® Public Works - Traffic Engineering:
O $140,991 - Explore/Research solar lights specifications/design standard, testing, etc.

® Public Works - Traffic Operations:
o $20,000 - Expand theft notification locations systems
O  $5,000 - Explore new theft deterrent measures
o  $100,000 - Address public safety with banded access doors

® Department of Safety and Inspections:
O $40,000 - Regulatory enforcement activities
