Sec. 338.01. - Repair and maintenance; license required; definition.  

(a)  All property owners are required to maintain and repair their residential, commercial or other 
building sewers, and sewer lines which extend from the building wall of the property up to and 
including the connection to the public sewer or outlet. Repair or installation of the portion of the 
sewer line that is located on private property must be performed in accordance with Chapter 76 and 
the sewer utility specifications of the department of public works.  

(b)  All maintenance and repair on the public right-of-way must be performed by a qualified house sewer 
contractor as defined in this chapter.  

(c)  No person shall engage in the business of a house sewer contractor in Saint Paul without a license.  

(d)  "House sewer contractor" means and includes any person engaged in the business of building or 
repairing that portion of the house or building sewer extending from the property line to the main 
sewer or other outlet.  

(e)  All work performed by any house sewer contractor licensed by the City of Saint Paul shall comply 
with the provisions of this chapter and with the current sewer utility specifications on record with the 
department of public works.
