The Enforcement Officer will re-inspect these premises on or after April 04, 2018, by which
date the violations noted must be corrected. Failure to correct these deficiencies may result
in the issuance of criminal charges? and/or a civil lawsuit, and possible
abatement/assessment by the City. All repairs and new installations must be made in
accordance with the appropriate codes. Permits may be obtained by calling 651-266-8989.
