Together, SPRWS staff and the
consultants will examine condi-
tions in the workplace and conduct
an appraisal of all mechanical and
environmental hazards and physi-
cal work practices.

OSHA strongly encourages max-
imum employee participation in
the walk-through. Better informed
and more alert employees can more
easily work with you to identify
and correct potential injury and
illness hazards in the workplace.
Talking with employees during the
walk-through helps the consultant
identify and judge the nature and
extent of specific hazards.

The consultant will study the
entire workplace or the specific
operations we designate and dis-
cuss the applicable OSHA stan-
dards. Consultants also will point
out other safety or health risks that
might not be cited under OSHA
standards, but nevertheless may
pose safety or health risks to
employees. They may suggest and
even provide other measures such
