SUBJECT: 8-80 Vitality Fund: Raymond Avenue Streetscape Project 
 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
The project seeks to improve Raymond Avenue from Hampden Avenue to Energy Park 
Drive by installing bump-outs as traffic calming devices and improving the existing bicycle and 
pedestrian facilities to result in a safer environment for all users.  
 
It is proposed to use up to $1,453,270 of the 8-80 Vitality Fund as part of the $9.5 million line 
item allocated for Streets and Public Spaces projects toward this Raymond Avenue Streetscape 
Project. 
 
PROJECT GOALS 
The project will improve the pedestrian environment with sidewalk improvements and ADA 
compliant pedestrian ramps. Bike lanes will also be improved, and as Raymond Avenue is part 
of the Grand Round route, this will improve that segment of the route.  
 
The use of 8-80 Vitality funds is a fit with the overall vision of enlivening the public realm by 
promoting walking and bicycling and creating great public spaces. In addition, Grand Round is a 
significant project of the 8-80 Vitality fund, and this funding helps implement an additional 
segment of Grand Round. 
 
ESTIMATED FINANCING  
The project has a cost estimate of $4,698,270, with the following funding sources:
