● Contributing to the City’s climate goals.
● Reduction of greenhouse gas emissions.
● Reduce exposure to potentially dangerous pollutants 
● Providing Low-income households the ability to install high-efficiency electric equipment.
● Insulate income-qualified homeowners from utility volatility (natural gas) as more homes electrify.
● Possibly lower energy burden to help create vibrant, equitable communities in Saint Paul.

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Program Funding
● Healthy Homes

○ One time funding ~$800,000  
■ Funding must be used by end of 2026

● Power of Home
○ Reoccurring ~$300,000/year 

● Enrollment permitted in both programs simultaneously.
● Up to $50,000 grant for each program.

o Contractors will be paid directly.
● Rebates will be reinvested.

Healthy Homes & Power of Home Update
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To Conclude:
● Two programs serve an unmet need in the community.

○ Homes are deferred long-term and work never gets completed.
● Lower-income homeowners cannot afford to electrify their homes with the 

high upfront costs.
○ Over time, people with means will electrify 
○ Leaves low-income homeowners with the increasing costs.

● Both programs invest in the housing stock of Saint Paul and the health of 
its residents while helping to meet City climate goals.

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What the HRA Owns
● The HRA currently owns over 200 parcel of property across 6 of the 7 Council Wards

● For the past several months, PED staff has been focused on the following properties: 
○ Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) properties 

■ ~40 remaining NSP parcels to be developed or sold per NSP guidelines
■ Most NSP properties become affordable homeownership developments 

○ Parcels that could be transferred to the City for City use
■ 30 properties identified to be transferred to the City to be used as

● Public Works right of way 
● City Park property 

■ Benefits of transferring property to City: 
● It benefits City infrastructure and operations 
● City is often already performing maintenance
● Reduces HRA’s need to pay assessments or manage property 
● HRA generally holds property that can be developed, transfer properties 

can’t be developed due to size or general location

● Ames Lake property transfer-- will be transferred to 
parks to operate as part of the park system– tracking 
for late 2026 or early 2027 transfer

● Additional plans to work with City Real Estate team to 
transfer most transferrable properties before end of 
2026
○ Transfers generally take about 3 months
○ Staff transfers properties in groups/batches 

based on: geography, end use, and/or 
department that receives the property

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History of Small-Scale Development

● Since 2013, PED has operated the Inspiring 
Communities Program

● Inspiring Communities was the mechanism 
used to sell, rehab, and redevelop properties 
acquired by the HRA with the goal of 
providing small scale affordable housing 
options

● 240 properties were designated Inspiring 
Communities properties

● HRA has facilitated 7 Request for Proposal 
(RFP) processes to attract development to 
specific HRA owned properties

Small-Scale Development Update
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964 Woodbridge St
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Impact of Small-Scale Development Work
● Of the 240 properties designated as “Inspiring Communities properties” : 

○ 195 properties have been rehabbed or developed into either:
■ Homes available for purchase by qualified buyers
■ Garden lots
■ Sold as splinter parcels/side yards to interested adjacent homeowners

● Along with property outcomes, PED’s Small Scale work has a strong history of working 
with diverse and emerging developers to reach outcomes including: affordable 
homeownership, neighborhood stabilization

Small-Scale Development Update
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Current Small-Scale Development Work
● The HRA owns approximately 200 pieces of developable 

property

● In 2025, PED moved the Small-Scale Development team 
under the purview of the Economic Development Team to 
allow for a multi-disciplinary team to work with developers 
interested in working on HRA owned land

● Part of the work of the new team was to work closely with 
real estate to identify a general strategy for the use and/or 
sale of each property

● Traditionally, HRA owned land has been sold primarily via 
RFP. The Small-Scale Team is now working to sell properties 
through a variety of methods available via the HRA 
disposition policy
