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Final Order approving the reconstruction of Ruth Street between Upper Afton Road and Burns Avenue.  (File
No. 19106, Assessment No. 125208)

In the Matter of approving the construction of street improvements along Ruth Street between Upper Afton
Road and Burns Avenue by reconstructing the street with a new, thicker section of bituminous pavement;
constructing ADA compliant pedestrian ramps at the intersections; installing new storm sewer catch basins;
and new concrete driveway aprons.  The curbs will predominately remain in place, spot repairs to curbs and
sidewalks will also be done as part of this project.  Existing lantern style street lighting will remain in place.
The designated bike lane striping will be re-installed. Also, the appropriate sanitary sewer repairs will be made,
and storm and sanitary connections will be made at the request of the affected property owners.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that upon the completion of said improvement, the proper City officers shall calculate
all expenses incurred therein and shall report the same to the City Council in accordance with Chapter 14 of
the City Charter.
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
