5) other storage will be re-arranged to preventpotential fires from aisle jumping;

6) preventative maintenance on the belts, etc.will continue to be co-ordinated in that air-handling area with the
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safety checks; and
7) exit signage / emergency light packs will be added at both the existing exit sign and at the "ship's ladder" to
platform;
