Over the past year there has been discussion as to who should
regulate and/or license scororities and fraternities. Both the State
of Minnesota and the City of Saint raul classify sororities and
fraternities as rooming houses. Beth require that they be licensed.
The State of Minnesota has contracted with the City of Saint Paul to
license all rooming houses irn the city. fThe city of Saint Paul is
therefore obligated to inspect and license all fraternities ang
sororities.

Your sorority or fraternity house will also require a Certificate of
Occupancy. Certificates are issued by Fire Prevention. you may
